Consultations by phone or email.  Ceremony will be created just for you.  This is for casual weddings with either no bridal attendants or ushers, or with just a maid of honor and a best man.  Officiant will arrive 15 - 30 minutes early and review/rehearse right before the wedding.  (There is no extra fee for this same day rehearsal.)  Optional: sand ceremony, rose ceremony, unity candle ceremony, or other add-on.
· Diamond Package: Full, Personalized Formal Ceremony with Bridal Attendants plus a Rehearsal Day:  $400.   Any number of guests.  Connecticut location of your choice. Consultations by phone or email. Ceremony will be created just for you.  Rehearsal included in fee.  Optional: sand ceremony, rose ceremony, unity candle ceremony or other add-on.
