Event Regulations & Rehearsal Information

The following information is important to the success of your event and protection of the Garden.

Regulations:
1. Children between the ages of 2 and 10 have to be out of the garden at dusk (exceptions will be made for members

of the bridal party if accompanied by a signed waiver form).
Favors: Chocolate favors are discouraged as they are often too delicate to withstand the outdoors and heat of the
garden.
Rice, birdseeds, bubbles, confetti and flower petals of any kind, real or silk, are not allowed in the garden or in the
courtyard (exceptions are made for flower petals on the cake table).
The main gate of the garden will remain closed until 10 minutes before your reserved scheduled time. Please do
not advise your guests to arrive early, as they will not be allowed to enter the garden.
Decorations: Decorations cannot be nailed, glued or tacked to property of the garden. Decorations cannot cause
damage to any structures of the garden. All decoration plans need to be approved by the garden coordinator.
Please provide your decorating plans to our coordinators at your consultation.
Alcohol is not permitted in the garden during a wedding ceremony. It is only permitted during the reception if
served by Jay's or The Grand Catering. No person should bring their own alcoholic beverages to the garden.
Refreshment tables are not allowed during a ceremony unless you purchase our water set up that provides a table,
linen, umbrella and ice.
Allitems, including vendor rentals and decorations must be taken home immediately following the close of your
event. We unfortunately do not have the space to accommodate the storage of these items.

9. Pyrotechnics are not permitted at any event.

10. Fish and other animals are not to be used as centerpieces.

11. You may purchase an additional hour of event time at the rate of $350.00/ hour.

12. Beverage set up stations are available for wedding ceremonies for the rate of $40.00.

Rehearsals:
There will be a $50.00 late fee for rehearsals starting 15 minutes or later, even if some of the bridal party is there.
