Parks and Recreation offers a wide variety of recreational opportunities. In order to ensure equitable use of our
parks and facilities, there may be restrictions placed on the number of times a group is granted use.

The rental period charged to the user shall include the time needed for set-up and clean-up of their event or
other use. The Permittee or their designee shall be present for the duration of the rental period. Overage of
allotted time shall result in additional rental charges.

Hourly rates are not prorated. Hourly rates apply to that hour and any fraction thereof.

Please contact specific Parks and Recreation facilities for closures and operational hours.

PRICING CATEGORIES

The fees assessed by Parks and Recreation, except Category 1 (below), are not based on the individual, group,
and/or organization requesting the reservation/rental. The event or the purpose of the use shall determine the
category. Pricing and fees shall be based upon the following categories:

o Official Government use for meetings or training during regular business hours for Sarasota County,

Monday — Friday)

e Any regularly occurring, recreational, instructional, or educational class or program where the public is

e  Community Group meetings to which the community is invited such as neighborhood/homeowner’s
association meetings, community partner meetings or community recreation group meetings
Category 3
¢ Any special event, carnival, festival or entertainment type of event, meeting or social activity (parties,
weddings, birthdays, retirements) that is not open to the public that is utilizing less than 2,000 square
feet
e Private education groups utilizing less than 2,000 square feet
e  Church groups utilizing less than 2,000 square feet
¢ Non-profit/Not-for-profit (501(c)) groups having fund-raising events that support the mission of Parks
and Recreation with proof of active non-profit status regardless of amount of space used
Category 4
e Any type of use for business or for-profit endeavor to gain publicity, advertising, or monetary benefit in
any degree
o Events that are open to the public - Expos, home shows, tournaments, fundraising events
e Business and for-profit uses that do not support the mission of Parks and Recreation
e Large events, parties, weddings using over 2,000 square feet (except non-profits)
