Activity Center ($150: Monday – Friday, 8:30am – 5:00pm; Sunday, 1:00 -5:00pm; can be added to Rotunda Rental) 

 Capacity: up to 40 people (depending on set-up,)  567 sq. ft., 27 x 21 ft 
 Located on the first floor off of the rotunda; great for Birthday Parties, Bridal Showers, Luncheons, etc. 
 Can be rented as an additional space for Rotunda Rentals, such as a Bridal Suite or Child Care Room 
 Tables and chairs available 
 Kitchen available for an additional fee

30-45 minutes before or after event 
 Audio/visual equipment available upon request 

 
Entire Museum ($2200 Friday, Saturday and Sunday; $1800 Monday – Thursday) 

 Capacity: 650 people 
 Includes galleries, rotunda, Activity Center, History Theatre and kitchen 
 Not available for wedding receptions 

 
Caterer’s Kitchen (additional fee of $50 for Activity Center or Classroom rental) 

 Located on the lower level, with a caterer’s entrance on 6th Street 
 Stainless steel work surfaces and appliances 
 Equipment includes: ice machine with scoop, industrial refrigerator, two warming ovens, three sinks and 

commercial dishwasher 
 

Restrooms 
 Men’s and Women’s restrooms are located on the first floor of the museum 
 Handicapped stalls and baby changing tables are available in both restrooms 
 Water fountains are on both levels of the museum
