While the historic nature of Huble Homestead guarantees you a one-of-a-kind venue for your 

special day, it also imposes some unique considerations and restrictions on our rentals.  

Please ensure that the necessary limitations of our location meet the expectations  

you have for your special event. 

Important Considerations 

Rules and Guidelines for Renters and Guests: 

 Alcohol is prohibited. 

 No smoking permitted beyond the lower parking lot. 

 No open flame permitted on site (electric tea lights 
available). 

 Guest parking is restricted to the upper parking lot, 
with the exception of two vehicles from the rental 
party and those with valid handicap permits. 

 No confetti or rice is allowed. Real and artificial 
flower petals are permitted. 

 Huble Homestead is not liable for any losses incurred 
during your rental.  

 A fee of $25.00 per quarter hour will be charged for 
time spent on site after 5:30 PM. 

Safety is our first priority! 
Please ensure you follow our site rules for 

the safety of your guests and our  
irreplaceable historic site. 

Other Booking Considerations: 

 Bookings may occur between 
Victoria Day (mid-May) and 
Thanksgiving (mid-October). The 
historic site is open from 10:00 
AM to 5:00 PM. Additional 
charges apply after 5:30 PM. 

 Rental availability is restricted 
according to the historic site’s 
public event schedule. Long 
weekends are not available. 

 Huble Homestead has no running 
water or electricity. Washroom 
facilities consist of outhouses and 
hand wash stations. Please advise 
us if you require power for 
anything beyond lighting. 

 As a public park, outdoor spaces 
are not private. Indoor spaces will 
be designated as reserved. 

 Huble Homestead Historic Site is 
located 40km north of Prince 
George, just off Highway 97 on 
Mitchell Road. 
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Rental Spaces 
- Outdoors - 

Many of our couples choose to hold their wedding ceremonies outside on the banks of the 

Fraser River. Our most popular location is the riverbank near the General Store. Other spaces 

are also suitable, depending on the size of your party. 

- Welcome Barn - 

Our Welcome Barn is a comfortable location for both 

wedding ceremonies and receptions. Easily accessible by 

ramp, this space is ideal for parties with guests who 

struggle with stairs. The double doors may be left open 

or closed, and white lights may be hung to provide extra 

light if needed. The barn is approximately 34 x 

35 ft. Please note that there are eight upright 

posts and two exhibit pieces that may restrict 

the layout of tables and chairs. 



- Staff Cabin - 

The Staff Cabin is a small, rustic space, 

available to rental parties as a private area 

before the ceremony, and as secure 

overnight storage.

- Animal Barn Loft - 

Our most popular indoor location is the 

Animal Barn Loft. Dappled light streams 

through the walls, and couples have the 

option of leaving the loft doors open or 

closed. White lights may be hung to provide 

extra light if needed. Please note that the 

Loft is only accessible by stairs, and the first 

floor of the Animal Barn houses both sheep 

and hay. If your guests have mobility issues 

or suffer from allergies, please consider our 

Welcome Barn.

Additional Information 

Huble Homestead Historic Site is 

located 40km north of Prince 

George, 6km off Highway 97 on 

Mitchell Road. Mitchell Road is a 

well maintained gravel road. Rental 

agreements and deposits are 

conducted through our in town 

office, above Books & Company at 

202-1685 3
rd
 Avenue.   

Directions: From Prince George, 

head north on Highway 97. Continue 

north past Salmon Valley. Once you 

cross the Salmon Valley Bridge, the 

turn off to Mitchell Road is 

approximately 14 km north.  Watch 

for our signs and turn right on 

Mitchell Road. Once on Mitchell 

Road, continue 6 km until you reach 

the upper parking lot. 

Capacity: Capacity is approximately 90 people, with an 
absolute maximum of 100 people, including wedding party 
and children. One indoor venue must be reserved in the 
event of inclement weather. The maximum banquet capacity 
of our indoor space is 75 people, including children. 

Dinnerware: All plates and cups provided for meals and 
snacks are disposable. The provision of real dinnerware, if 
required, is the responsibility of the renter. 

Tables: Our tables are 6 foot plastic tables, and white table 
cloths are provided. Table runners and coloured linens are 
the responsibility of the renter. 

Chairs: Our chairs are metal-legged wooden chairs. Chair 
decorations or rentals from a third party are the 
responsibility of the renter.  

Parking: Guests must adhere to parking guidelines. Only 
vehicles with designated handicap passes and two vehicles 
from the wedding party are allowed in the lower lot. Vehicles 
are permitted to drive down to the lower parking lot to drop 
off or pick up individuals who may have trouble walking, but 
must return to park at the upper lot. 

Private Functions: Huble Homestead Historic Site is a public 
park. Signs and staff will direct the general public around 
“Private Function” areas. Outside common areas are not 
private. 

Hours: Bookings are welcome between Victoria Day and 
Thanksgiving. Staff members are on site every day from 
Victoria Day to Labour Day from 10:00 AM to 5:00 PM and 
weekends from Labour Day to Thanksgiving. Time spent on 
site beyond 5:30 PM will result in a charge of $25.00 per 
quarter hour ($100.00 per hour). 

Water: Huble Homestead Historic Site has no running water. 
Outhouses are located in the upper parking lot, beside the 
Animal Barn, and a wheelchair accessible outhouse is located 
near the lower parking lot. A hand washing station is set up 
at the outhouses beside the Animal Barn. Drinking water is 
available for purchase at the General Store. 

Electricity: The site does not have any electricity. Please 
advise us if you have power needs outside of lighting.

Guidelines & Rules 

Payment and Cancellations: 

 A $200.00 non-refundable deposit is required upon signing the 
rental agreement to hold your date. Dates may only be reserved 
with the signing of the rental agreement and payment of the 
deposit. This amount will be applied to your final payment.  

 In the event that a second party requests the rental date, the first 
party will confirm the date with a deposit or the first party will 
forfeit the date. 

 A damage and disruption deposit of $575.00 is required; the 
deposit will be returned, by cheque, after the completion of the 
rental. The cheque will be in the name of the person who signed 
the rental agreement, less any fines applied for violation of historic 
site rules. Any significant damage to site property or structures will 
result in the forfeiture of the damage and disruption deposit. Any 
additional damage not covered will be charged to the renter. 

 Full payment of the damage and disruption deposit and any 
remaining rental and catering fees are due two weeks prior to the 
event. 

 Payments may be paid by cash, cheque, debit, Visa, or Mastercard. 
A credit card number is required in the event of rental items added 
to the agreement after final payment, or to cover any late fees 
incurred during the rental. 

 A fee of $25.00 per quarter hour will be charged for time spent on 
site after 5:30 PM ($100.00 per hour). This will be charged to the 
credit card on file; if unable to charge to the card on file, the fee 
will be subtracted from the damage and disruption deposit.  

 50% of the rental cost will be returned for cancellations after the 
final payment deadline two weeks before your event. In the event 
of a cancellation, refunds will be made by cheque in the name of 
the person who signed the rental agreement. 

 Huble Homestead is not liable for any losses incurred during the 
event.
